Mayor Gustad called the meeting to order at Platte City Hall at 7:30  p.m.   

 

Those present for Roll Call were: Dalldorf, Hoppe, Iedema, Overweg and Mayor Gustad.  

Foxley and Spoelstra were absent. 

Staff present:  Finance Officer Haskell, Police Chief Christensen and Kuiper.

MINUTES 

Motion by Hoppe to approve the minutes from the meeting held on August 2nd, 2010 as presented.  

Seconded by Iedema.   

Motion carried.  4-0. 

 

REPORTS 

Mayor & Council: 

Overweg reported that he had received a concern from a citizen that a house was being built too close to 

his lot line.  Kuiper was asked to go out and measure for accuracy and  it was determined that there was 

adequate space between the two houses.   

 

Finance Officer: 

Haskell reported the following: These building permits were issued:  1)Donna Travis-to move a single car 

garage  on to her property @ 810 Main Ave. 2)Michael & Carol Mikulski to re-build storage shed @ 721 

Wisconsin Ave. 3)Olive Presbyterian Church Manse- to build a 6’ high privacy fence @ 500 E. First St. 

4)Marie Frey- a retractable awning @ 311 S Main St. 5)Kevin & Tara Severson- to remove existing 

detached garage and 6) build an attached 32’ x 32’ garage with a driveway to the street @ 401 Illinois 

Ave. 7)Turnis Farm Service-to build a 30’ x 96’ lean to attached to an existing pole building @ 200 N 

Main St. 

 

Police: 

Christensen reported that he has received a verbal resignation from Police Officer Schroeder.  No definite 

date has been given and the Council would like to wait to advertise the position until Schroeder has given 

a written resignation. 

 

Public Works: 

Kuiper reported on the following: 1) The swimming pool has closed for the season.  2) Planning to start 

the chip seal project tomorrow 8/17/10.  3) The aerators at the lagoon are eligible for peak rate structure 

from Charles Mix Electric, but more electrical work needs to be done  prior to the electrical provider 

installing their equipment to enable the savings.   4) Asked permission to attend that SDWWA annual 

conference to be held in Sioux Falls October 14
th
 through the 17th. 
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Motion by Hoppe to allow Charles Mix Electric to place the meter at the lagoons on peak rates upon the 

completion of electrical work to enable the pumps to restart after a peak rate shut down and protect the 

system from outages and surges.  Seconded by Iedema. 

Motion carried.  4-0. 

 

PUBLIC FORUM 

Dan Cool came to the Council for financial support to be matched by State Historical Grant funding to 

repair /restore the bridge at Henry Cool Park.  He has no firm dollar amounts, but will get something to 

the Council before the second reading of the budget is held on September 22, 2010. 

 

BUILDING PERMITS  

Motion by Hoppe to enter Executive Session for consultation with the City Attorney for  the purpose of 

possible litigation.  Seconded by Dalldorf.  Time: 7:53 pm 

 

Mayor declared Executive Session ended at 8:30 pm. 

 

City Attorney explained to the audience and Council that going forward the City of Platte would accept 

only one building permit application at a time.  That building permit would then be considered by the 

Finance Officer/Zoning Administrator for approval or denial.  The Finance Officer would review the 

permit in a reasonable amount of time and consult with Kevin Kuiper or the City Attorney if necessary. 

Variances and Conditional Uses would be referred to the Planning Commission and follow all of the 

requirements of public hearings.  If the application is approved by the Finance Officer the applicant 

would be notified and could begin the building process.   If denied, the applicant would be notified of the 

reasons for denial.  The applicant would then either appeal to the Council, or re-submit another building 

permit request.

Advertise for Garbage & LP Quotes 

Haskell reported that it is time to contact prospective vendors for quotes of LP and refuse collection. 

Motion by Overweg to proceed with the annual quote process.  Seconded by Hoppe. 

Motion carried.  4-0. 

 

Tony Glass and Tim Whalen – On behalf of the Platte Athletic Association  - presented a preliminary 

cost estimate to the Council for paving, water and sewer cost associated with the development of the 

Schools land planned for an athletic track /field.  Tony Glass explained that even though 1
st
 and 3

rd
 Streets 

will be dedicated to extend to the East end of the Schools property, only approximately 480’ would be 

built during this phase of development.  Glass also stated that the streets would have curb & cutter, but 

would be left with a gravel surface for the first 2 years.  The school would like the City to consider its 

portion of street and water costs in the 2011 budget.  Street costs being approximately $35,000.00 and 

water estimated at $27,824.00.  The Mayor stated that the Citys developers agreement would be used to 

determine shared costs.   No official action taken.

Ordinance.  Seconded by Overweg.

Consumption Permit.  The permit is for a wedding dance to be held at the Platte Community Center, 

October 23, 2010.  Motion seconded by Iedema.
